Dear Mrs. Gardener:

This is a followup Mr. Sprague who has chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Has underlying dimension.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Last visit August.  Plan for cardiac cath at Bay City Dr. Li late January.  Some increase of dyspnea, prior coronary artery stent x3.  BiPAP machine is being adjusted.  There is frequency and urgency, nocturia and incontinence, which is stable.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No major edema and unsteadiness, but no falling episode.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Medications for memory, lower dose of Lasix at 20 mg, on potassium replacement and presently off ARB losartan.  He is on aspirin, Plavix and Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 215 and blood pressure 150/74 on the left-sided.  He is very pleasant but memory issues.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites or tenderness.  Minimal edema.
Labs:  Last chemistries are from October; no gross anemia.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Creatinine 1.47, which is baseline representing GFR of 47 stage III.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III is stable, no progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Off ARB losartan.  Blood pressure in the office higher than our goal, which should be under 130.  Present electrolytes and acid base normal.  No need for EPO treatment.  Normal calcium and albumin.  No available phosphorus.  Coronary artery disease, worsening of dyspnea on activity.  No evidence of pulmonary edema.  Plans for cardiac cath.  The patient and wife understand the IV contrast exposure.  They are planning to do some hydration, prior stroke and right occipital lobe, remains on double anti-platelet agents and anticoagulated.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
