Dear Dr. Vadlamudi:

This is a followup for Frank who has chronic kidney disease.  Last visit July.  Bilateral hearing aids.  According to wife lung nodules biopsy done.  No plans for any chemotherapy.  Uses a walker.  No recent falling episode.  Underlying COPD.  Respiratory stable.  No hemoptysis.  Stable edema.  Review of system done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the bisoprolol.
Physical Exam:  Weight 145 and blood pressure by nurse 120/52.  Distant breath sounds.  COPD abnormalities, but no severe respiratory distress.  No rales.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  Minor edema.  Uses a walker.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.32, which is baseline, GFR 52 stage III.  Elevated potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal nutrition and phosphorus.  Elevated calcium 10.7.  Anemia 11.5 and large red blood cells 101.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  No evidence of progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  There is anemia macrocytosis.  Does not require EPO treatment.  Elevated calcium, we will monitor. Takes no calcium or vitamin D.  Monitor potassium in the upper side.  No need for EPO treatment.  Other chemistries associated to kidney disease stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
