Dear Nisha:

This is a followup for Peggy who has history of membranous nephropathy probably induced by Celebrex.  Last visit a year ago.  No hospital emergency room procedures or surgeries.  Extensive review of systems being negative.  Minor discomfort on the shoulders, but no antiinflammatory agents.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight for blood pressure HCTZ, Norvasc, losartan, on cholesterol treatment.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure today high 150/80 right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No edema or focal deficits.  Blood pressure at home 120s, in the office with you 130s.
Labs:  Chemistries December; creatinine 1.08, which is baseline representing GFR stage III.  There is protein in the urine 1.2 g.  Mild anemia 11.5.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal electrolytes.
Assessment and Plan:  Prior history of membranous nephropathy probably induced by Celebrex.  He was having severe nephrotic syndrome treated with immunosuppressants.  Complications of cytomegalovirus pneumonia.  Kidney function is stable.  Proteinuria likely represents prior scar tissue.  No active disease.  No exposure to antiinflammatory agents.  Blood pressure in the office is high, but at home and your office looks well controlled.  Other chemistries stable.  From the renal standpoint has not really changed since the first event six years ago.  He will follow primarily with you, I will understand by.  Call me if needed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
