Thank you again for your referral.

Ms. Jindani came today for evaluation. Initially, she was seen on October 15, 2024. The patient subsequently had partial mastectomy after needle localization and left axillary sentinel node biopsy on November 24th and she was found to have 3 x 1 mm size tumor, one lymph node was removed, which was negative and now we also have the final path back, which did show tumor was negative for estrogen and progesterone receptor, however, HER-2 receptor was positive the score was 3+. Ki was 18%.

The patient is here for further advice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 54-year-old.

Vital Signs: Weighing 124 pounds, height 5 feet 3 inches tall, and blood pressure 163/90.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES: Infiltrative ductal carcinoma of the left breast, tumor was T1N0M0. HER-2 was positive, ER and PR were negative.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Because of ER/PR negative she is in a higher risk for subsequent recurrence. Also, she is HER-2 positive so the prognosis was discussed with the patient. Because of limited surgery, she will have to have radiation to the breast and tumor bed and then she also will need systemic chemotherapy. She should either get AC with Taxol and Herceptin with or without Perjeta or we could go with docetaxel and carboplatin with Herceptin and Perjeta side effects were discussed. The patient does not want hair loss. She also has history of hypertension. She is leaning more towards carbo Taxotere with Herceptin and Perjeta. We will request Dr. Jabbar to put a port. I also have sent the patient to have a baseline echocardiogram and we will get preauthorization from her insurance regarding the chemotherapy. Once authorized, we will call patient back to start the treatment. Again side effects were discussed with patient, her daughter, and son-in-law at great detail. There seem to be understanding and wants to go ahead with the plan.
