Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mr. Berry who has obstructive uropathy and chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  Comes accompanied with wife.  He is doing at least 4 to 5 times bladder catheterization.  Recently treated for UTI infection.  Denies abdominal or back pain.  Denies fever, nausea, vomiting or bowel problems.  Urine appears clear.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  He has a rash, has seen dermatology, etiology unknown on his back.  No blisters.  Some pruritus.  Used to follow with Dr. Witzke urology, but apparently no need for further follow up.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Blood pressure amlodipine.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 157 and blood pressure by nurse 152/87.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abnormal tenderness.  No edema or gross neurological problems.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries in December; creatinine 1.86 representing a GFR of 35 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus and no gross anemia.  There was prior elevated prostate 12/14, but the most recent one is around 5.

Assessment and Plan:  Obstructive uropathy.  Continue bladder catheterizations.  Recent UTI resolved.  No sepsis.  CKD stage III.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  Blood pressure in the office is high, needs to be checked at home.  There has been no need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  Stable nutrition.  Normal calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
