HISTORY: This is a 70-year-old female here for a surgical clearance. The patient stated that she injured her finger and has a mallet deformity of her right index finger and is scheduled to have surgery done and is here to have physical exam for a surgical clearance. She indicated that she has no complaints today. She states she is not sure how she injured her hand; however, she states that she was preparing some _______ to take on the golf course when she heard a pop and could not straighten her DIPJ.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Arthritis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Partial hysterectomy and lumbosacral spine fusion.

MEDICATIONS: Gabapentin and buspirone.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies tobacco use. Denies drug use. She states she occasionally has a glass of red wine with her meal.

FAMILY HISTORY: Coronary artery disease.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for what was mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 137/85.

Pulse 72.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

RIGHT HAND: On second digit, there is a flexion deformity of the MIPJ. Capillary refill less than 2 seconds. Sensation is normal.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.

2. Hammer finger.

PLAN: Chest x-ray was not done for this patient. She indicated that she was recently seen at another facility less than two weeks ago and had a chest x-ray and will bring that for us.
Labs were drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, PT, PTT, and INR. These studies were unremarkable. There were no findings of significance that warrants immediate intervention or we should prevent her from having her procedure.
EKG was done. EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm, possible right atrial enlargement, and a borderline EKG. However, no acute injuries were demonstrated on the EKG.
She was advised that as soon as all the labs are back, and if they are normal, her clearance for surgery will be signed and forwarded to the specialist.

She was given the opportunities to ask questions and she states she has none.
