Dear Mrs. Manning:

This is a followup for Mr. Carll with a history of chronic kidney disease, hypercalcemia and a clinical diagnosis of sarcoidosis with prior high levels of calcium and vitamin D125 and high level of ACE.  Last visit was in March.  There have been problems of stroke and multiple falls, on a wheelchair.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No urinary symptoms.  Right-sided weakness. Some calluses on the foot but no ulcers according to family member.  Problems of insomnia, has not required any oxygen.  Other review of systems has been negative.
Medications:  Medication list notice the prednisone low dose for the sarcoidosis and on beta-blockers.  Recently started on Januvia for new onset of diabetes.  On diet, A1c improved from 8.6 to 7.4.  Now Januvia has been added.
Physical Examination:  Present weight down to 179, previously 187 and blood pressure is around 102.  Right-sided hemiplegia.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal distention.  Minor edema on the right-sided.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from November; creatinine at 1.83, which is baseline.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Present GFR 38 that will be stage IIIB.  Normal albumin, calcium upper normal.  Liver function test not elevated.  Hemoglobin elevated at 17.  He denies smoking.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.
2. Clinical diagnosis of sarcoidosis.  Present calcium well controlled on a low dose of prednisone.  Previously documented high vitamin D125 and high ACE.
3. Right-sided hemiplegia and expressive aphasia severe.  Wheelchair bounded.
4. Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.
5. Hemoglobin concentrated.  No smoker.  He denies respiratory symptoms.
6. Other chemistries are stable.  Plan to see him back in six months.  All questions discussed with the patient and family.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
