CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with continued cough for the past two weeks, seen here x 2 before with productive sputum. She states that she is not getting any better, now with increased congestion and slight sore throat for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient works in a Southeast Urgent Care Clinic as a receptionist, exposed to sick patients.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup with residual bronchitis and sinusitis.
PLAN: The patient is given nebulizer treatment with albuterol and prescription for home to continue nebulizer treatment at home. Also, given Advair inhaler to use as well as Biaxin to take twice a day for the next 10 days with refill of cough medications.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis prolonged course but not chronic.
The patient is to follow up if not clearing for pulmonary referral if necessary.
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
