CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here for followup and refills with history of diabetes mellitus.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of hypertension, under the care of cardiologist with recent stress test and labs in October. He also states he had a colonoscopy two years ago, was told okay, without repeat for several years.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient recently on Medicare, retired, had company in California, is selling their assets, complaining about high Medicare monthly fee because of prior visits apparently, now lives in the Cleveland area.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Diabetes mellitus; for routine followup, history of hypertensive cardiovascular disease and high lipid disease.

PLAN: The patient had A1c drawn today, to get routine labs done by cardiologist or to be done here if not done there, to call our office today to determine whether he needs to have lab work done here, waiting for determination; should not duplicate lab work. Scheduled to see cardiologist every 6-12 months and will need to be seen here every three months for refills of diabetic medications with remainder of medications for blood pressure and cholesterol to be followed and filled by cardiologist.
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
