The patient presents with history of decreased hearing and pain in ears for the past several days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Dull and slightly bulging tympanic membrane right greater than left without erythema or perforation. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Right and left serous otitis media.
PLAN: Suggested the patient will be given the prescription for Ciprodex and amoxicillin 500 mg to take for 10 days with followup with PCP in a week to be established in this area.
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
