The patient presents with history of cough for the past week. She states she has been off all her medications per nephrologist with monitoring blood pressure, states okay, 130/80 at home.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Renal failure, seen nephrologist, taken off all the medications with followup in three months.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Testing was offered to the patient, but refused. Given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection on her request with a prescription for Zithromax and Medrol Dosepak.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, upper respiratory infection, diabetes mellitus, high lipid disease, hypertensive cardiovascular disease by history.

PLAN: To follow up with nephrologist. Continue to monitor blood pressure with prescription as needed. To repeat labs per nephrologist.
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
