Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Questionable 1+ tenderness to right suprapubic area without guarding. Pelvic exam not performed. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bacterial vaginitis by history.

PLAN: Given prescription for Flagyl and clindamycin, to follow up with gynecologist, with STD precautions given.
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
