PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None. Over-the-counter medication Tylenol has been used.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No exposure to smoking.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 25 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 20. Pulse 101.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is slightly red.

NECK: No JVD. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Panmucositis.

2. Flu A is positive.

3. Flu B, strep, RSV and COVID all negative.

4. Tamiflu.

5. As far as cough and congestion is concerned, use Ventolin 1.25 mg per nebulizer four times a day.

6. Always, give the child something to eat afterward.

7. If not any better or if gets worse, come back.

8. Once again, the child is not toxic.
