The patient is widowed. She has a KPS score of 20%. She is unresponsive most of the time. She lives with the daughter. She eats very little. Her FAST score is now 7F, significant weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, very closed to dying, and nonverbal as was mentioned. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
