This is a 49-year-old gentleman being recertified for hospice now with history of COPD since last recertification. The patient has lost weight. He has severe anxiety, air hunger, oxygen dependency, currently on 4L. Sometimes, he increases up to 6L because of his shortness of breath. He is sleeping 16-18 hours a day. He has a KPS score of 40%. He eats very little. He has protein-calorie malnutrition, bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependency, lives with his wife who is his primary caregiver. Both the wife and the patient realized that he does not have much time to live. He has demonstrated weight loss and aspiration along with tachycardia and once again hypoxemia, off of O2, hence the reason for his O2 dependency. Given the natural progression of his disease, Mr. Blythe definitely has less than six months to live.
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
