The patient presents with history of being bitten last night to chest and right face with irritation and slight pain to right eye.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Erythematous hyper-squamous lesions to trunk and to right face with slight edema to the right periorbital area with fluorescein stain showing presence of slight uptake to medial lateral cornea.
IMPRESSION: Local reaction to insect bite with trauma to right eye with minor corneal abrasion.

PLAN: The patient given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic ointment to apply to right eye several times a day, to follow up with Mann Eye Clinic in two to three days for further evaluation to confirm clearing.
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
