ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.
2. Dizziness and nausea.

PLAN: The patient was sent to the emergency room. However, she was given her prescription for Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film one film SL daily. She was advised to make sure she goes to the emergency room and get evaluated for her dizziness and nausea.
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
