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Holter Report

Holter hookup date 12/10/2024.

The patient heart rate varied from 32 to 82 beats per minute. The patient had a complete heart block more or less throughout the Holter recording with ventricular rate generally 36 beats per minute and atrial rate is about 83 beats per minute. Throughout the Holter recording, the patient showed very frequent episodes of complete heart block with a narrow QRS. Generally, QRS duration was between 100 to 120 millisecond. Few PVCs were noted and few PACs were noted. Around 7 p.m., 4.56 a.m., 6.02 a.m., and 6:21 a.m., plus 6:24 a.m., the patient had episodes of accelerated idioventricular rhythm for four beats at a rate of between 53 to 65 beats per minute and no symptoms. The patient once complained of dizziness around 1.05 p.m., but at that time, no significant arrhythmias were noted
Final interpretation:

1. Complete heart block with a narrow QRS complex and QRS duration between 100-120 milliseconds. 
2. Short episodes of idioventricular rhythm between the rate of 53 and 65 for about four beats at a time.
3. Rare PVCs.

4. Rare PACs.

5. Symptom of dizziness once around 1.05 p.m. was not accompanied by any significant arrhythmias and the significant arrhythmias were not accompanied by any symptoms.
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
