Dear Dr. Holmes:

This is a followup for Mr. Olsen with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in August.  No hospital visits.  Keeping hydration for obligated losses ileostomy.  No nausea, vomiting or bleeding.  Good urine output.  Review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Bicarbonate replacement.  Blood pressure Norvasc on Jardiance, just started also Januvia without side effects.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 228 pounds and blood pressure 117/80s in the office, today 129/92.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Ileostomy.  No abdominal distension or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in November; creatinine 1.78 and GFR 40 stable overtime.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB underlying hypertension well controlled.  Present potassium normal.  Bicarbonate well replaced.  Normal potassium and sodium and few months back hemoglobin no anemia.  Low level of albumin in the urine at 50 mg/g.  Phosphorus needs to be part of the lab testing.  Nutrition has been normal.  No changes in medications.  Plan to see him back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
