Dear Mr. Twaites:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Acre with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, hypertension and calcium oxalate stones.  Last visit in April.  No hospital visit.  Blood pressure at home 110s-120s/60s, on Norvasc.  Off the Lisinopril.  Besides some middle ear infection extensive review of systems done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Besides the Norvasc, on glipizide, Lipitor and occasional exposure to Aleve.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 187 stable and blood pressure 132/74 on the right.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal distension, ascites or tenderness.  No major edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries last one is from October; creatinine is 2, which is baseline for a GFR of 34 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime, no progression.  No symptoms and no indication for dialysis.
Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Mild anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for binders.  Continue diabetes and cholesterol management.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
