Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen today, records reviewed, consultation is done for recently discovered anemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate. She keeps moaning.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. History of intellectual disability profound.

2. Complex partial seizure.

3. Spastic quadriplegia.

4. Hematuria.

5. Internal hemorrhoids.
6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

MEDICATIONS: The patient is on Trileptal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair and keeps eyes closed.
Eyes/ENT: Rest of the ENT unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Mainly moaning sound otherwise unremarkable.

Heart: Regular.
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Abdomen: She has a feeding G-tube.

Extremities: She has some muscle wasting.

LABS: Recent labs WBC 6.2, hemoglobin 9.9, hematocrit 30.1, platelet 906, and sodium was low at 126.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Normochromic normocytic anemia secondary most likely to seizure medications.

2. Hyponatremia again most likely from Trileptal.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Prior to next visit, please run serum iron, B12, folate level, and reticulocyte count along with CBC. Once available we will try to see if any correctable issues are there if not hopefully her hemoglobin will stabilize.
