This is a progress report on Hilpa Patel.

Hilpa comes today with history of cough intractable ongoing for last 7 to 10 days, low grade fever, and extreme weakness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has had similar episodes in the past on several occasions. She is a flight attendant and every now and then she gets sick. She also has history of neutropenia, which is chronic.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 56-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 106 pounds, and blood pressure 125/86.
Eyes: Slightly red.

ENT: Throat congested with postnasal drip.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Bilateral rales and wheezing.

Heart: Showed regular rhythm.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Possibly acute bronchitis to rule out pneumonia.

2. History of neutropenia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is given Medrol Dosepak and amoxicillin 500 mg three times daily. She also has been advised to do therapy with nebulizer and get a chest x–ray done once available we can make further recommendations. For now, I also told her to avoid flying until her symptoms improve.
