CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 51-year-old Hispanic male who is seen preoperatively.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 51-year-old male who reports a twisting right foot injury in approximately June 2021. He subsequently required surgery which was performed in approximately May 2024. Postoperatively, he continued with pain which he described as sharp. The pain is worse with movement and standing. It is improved with rest. The pain is typically 9/10. It is limited to the right foot. There are no associated abnormalities except decreased range of motion secondary to pain. He has had no cardiovascular symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right shoulder surgery.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father had diabetes and CVA.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking or drug use, but notes occasional alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had night sweats.
Head: He has a history of trauma in the early 90s with a security beep.

Respiratory: He reports occasional wheezing.

Cardiac: He has had no chest pain, orthopnea, or PND.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/90, pulse 95, respiratory rate 24, height 70” and weight 277.2 pounds.
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The right foot demonstrates tenderness on inversion.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 88 beats per minute. Nonspecific ST-T wave elevation is noted. ECG otherwise unremarkable.
IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 51-year-old male who is seen preoperatively as he is scheduled for right foot surgery. He has had no cardiovascular symptoms. He has no exercise limiting symptoms. He is felt to be clinically stable for his procedure. He is cleared for same.
