HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: She is a 66-year-old woman, quite confused, multiple issues regarding bipolar, schizoid reaction and depression. She has had a history of stroke in the past. She tells me she is a police officer, but her sister states she has never worked as a police officer. She is originally from San Antonio. She has been here for 10 years. She was a heavy smoker and drinker. She is widowed and she has no children, but she states she has five.
The patient is confused. She knows her name, but otherwise not oriented to place or time.

She currently resides at a group home. She has been here for the past seven days. She was hospitalized at Ocean Psych Hospitalization here in Houston for sometime.

She tells me she has a history of bone cancer, but her sister disputes that at this time, also furthermore related to her confusion. I have asked for her psych records to be obtained to see how much of her problem is related to psychiatric issues versus dementia.

The patient’s caretaker at the group home states that she is very difficult to handle. She walks into other patients’ rooms. She is confused most of the time. She has aggressive behavior especially in the evening. She does wear a diaper and she is dependent on ADL. She would not take shower or take care of herself. At times, she also needs to be fed apparently.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She states she has had breast surgery and arm surgery, has had a rectal surgery, but this is not reliable information. 
MEDICATIONS: Vistaril 25 mg p.r.n., clonidine 0.1 mg twice a day, Tylenol No. 3 for pain, trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, Zyprexa 5 mg a day, Depakote 500 mg twice a day, and Remeron 15 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: MORPHINE.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes and MI.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 98%. Temperature 99. Blood pressure 110/60. Pulse 92.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. On exam, we find a 66-year-old woman, confused, debilitated. She shows weight loss. She weighs 118 pounds at this time. She states at one time she weighed 200 pounds. The question is how much of her problem is related to her psychiatric versus dementia. Records are pending.

2. Hypertension, controlled.

3. Psych issues including bipolar disorder, schizoid reactive disorder, depression, and also her sister tells me that she did have a stroke years ago, but has no neurological deficits at this time. Await records for further evaluation.
