This is a 95-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer's disease unspecified. The patient is in bed. She is covered with four different blankets. She never gets out of bed. She has had tremendous weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. She has had difficulty swallowing. For this reason, I was asked to see the patient. The patient does have what looks like thrush in her mouth. She has had behavioral issues, but this is controlled now with Remeron 15 mg and Seroquel 25 mg. The patient’s pain issues are handled with tramadol. The patient also appears anemic, very weak. She stays in bed 24/7 now, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, and has contractures of her lower extremities. The patient’s vital signs are stable today. The patient is sleeping 80% of the time. The patient’s care was also discussed with her niece today. As far as the thrush is concerned, this is related to her broken down immune system and will be treated with nystatin solution that was discussed with DON Ebere. Overall prognosis remains poor and the patient has had tremendous decline as well in the past month or so.
