This is a 71-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of liver failure (NASH) associated with ascites and diabetes. The patient is currently on lactulose to reduce her ammonia level. Despite treatment with lactulose and having soft stools multiple times a day, she is not sleeping more. She is much more obtunded. She is arousable with deep stimuli. Her blood sugar is stable requiring less insulin. Her appetite is down. She has lower extremity edema related to protein-calorie malnutrition. Her daughter tells me that she feels like she has lost more weight. Her clothing appears very loose on her. She is more confused. She has had no fever or any evidence of spontaneous bacterial peritonitis or urinary tract infection; hence, I believe the findings are consistent with the patient’s endstage liver failure. The patient’s Foley is changed on a monthly basis. Lasix and Aldactone are doing a fair job in keeping her ascites under control. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
