Dear Dr. Willie:

This is a followup for Hector with chronic kidney disease, prior obstructive uropathy and enlargement of the prostate and laser treatment.  Last visit in July.  Good urine output spontaneously.  Does have uropathy, no ulcers, both feet below the ankles.  Stable weight and appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  He works 30 hours a week on his feet. He has a pacemaker.  No chest pain.  No shortness of breath or dyspnea.  Review of systems negative.  He does drink alcohol.  He has been tested for neuropathy, which is positive probably alcohol related, presently on no treatment.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight the lisinopril, hydralazine, bicarbonate, cholesterol treatment Eliquis, is not taking any more potassium binders.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 233 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 158/93.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Has a pacemaker.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries January.  Creatinine 2.0, which is baseline representing a GFR 36 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No indications for dialysis.  This is probably from prior obstructive uropathy, enlargement of the prostate requiring laser treatment, makes urine without catheterizations.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorous.  Presently off potassium binder.  No need for phosphorous binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Hemoglobin is stable.  He understands that the neuropathy is likely related to alcohol abuse.  He drinks minimum three days a week or more for many, many years.  We will follow up in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
