Dear Kurt:
This is a followup for Mr. Dent with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit from July 2024.  No hospital visit.  He farms.  He is hard of hearing.  No gastrointestinal or urinary symptoms.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  Review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  Blood pressure Norvasc, losartan, already on Jardiance.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure today 138/70 on the left and 140/70 on the right.  Decrease of hearing but no respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from November 2024.  Creatinine 2.3 very slowly progressive, recently stable representing a GFR of 29 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV likely diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia.  No indication for dialysis.  Blood pressure by myself appears to be appropriate.  Monitor upper potassium not severe.  Normal water balance and acid base status.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No anemia.  No need for EPO treatment.  Tolerating losartan and Jardiance.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
