HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is complaining of urgency and frequency and was having fever and was seen by her PCP four days ago and was confirmed with a urinary tract infection and given amoxicillin. She has taken it for four days with positive results, but still continued frequency and needs a note for school so that she can stay home because going for frequent urination in school is very difficult for her.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Migraines.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
LABS: Labs in office, positive leukocytes in the UA even though the patient has had amoxicillin.
ASSESSMENT: Urinary tract infection without hematuria.
PLAN: Advised mother to stay on the amoxicillin. We will provide a school note. If the symptoms have not started to result in a positive manner by day #6 of taking the antibiotic, she can return to the clinic for possible antibiotic change depending on the improvement level, but the antibiotic was written for 10 days and day #4 is currently we are at today and thus too shorter time to consider antibiotic change at this time. The patient is advised to follow up as needed and discharged in stable care.
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
