HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother who states that she has a rash around her groin area. She states that the child will pee and not wipe and then put her panties up and she is very prone to do this unless her mother is actually there to watch her. She has not tried any treatment at this time. She just noticed it two days ago and took a picture of the rash.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Limited vaginal exam by way of picture on mother’s phone. No discharge. Supple. Moist skin noted in the picture with red clear borders of the rash that extends bilaterally around the vaginal opening beyond the labia majora. No excoriation markings noted.
ASSESSMENT: Candida.
PLAN: Advised mother on use of Monistat for relief as well as education of the child of how to wipe after urinating. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
