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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury in 2021, the patient was in Virginia at a military base.  He was doing physical training.  The patient was kicked in the head by another soldier.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient does not remember anything of what happened after that.  The patient was hit in the front of the head.  The patient does not remember how long he was out of consciousness.  When he woke up, he was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation when he woke up.  The patient also has visual changes.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.  It took the patient about days to get better. The next episode was in August 2022.  The patient was in a martial arts course.  The patient was exercising.  The patient was tackled.  The patient was grappled.  He was hit in the head.  The patient lost consciousness.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  When he woke up, the patient has ringing in the ears.  He has severe confusion and disorientation.  The patient is currently a mechanic.
The patient currently has significant headaches every day.  The patient has constant headache around the head.  The patient has memory deficits.  His memory is not as good as before.  The patient has constant mental fogginess.  The patient’s memory is poor.  The patient feels sluggish.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient has tinnitus in the ears.  The patient also has sleeping problems.  Difficulty sleeping.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.
The patient is currently a mechanic.  The patient has significant difficulty to perform his mechanic work because of the constant headaches.  The headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient also has ringing in the ears constantly, which is affecting him at work.  The ringing is definitely contributing to his concentration and focus difficulties.  The patient is also sleepy a lot because of the lack of sleep at night and insomnia symptoms at night.  The patient also has mental fogginess. There are times that he is not able to follow simple instruction doing mechanic work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2021, in Virginia, the patient was kicked in the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was taken to the hospital.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  When he woke up, the patient has severe confusion and disorientation.  He has severe headaches.  In August 2022, the patient was in the martial arts training course.  The patient was tackled and hit in the head.  Again, the patient had immediate loss of consciousness.
When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache since then.  The patient has constant headache every single day.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.  The patient has mental fogginess.  The patient has memory deficits.  It is my opinion that the headaches, ringing in the ears, memory deficits, and mental fogginess are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
