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Carole Merritt continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUIS DIAGNOSES:

1. Anxiety.

2. Postmenopausal state.

On this visit, she had no new complaints but has some questions in regards to hormone change and imbalance.

Overall, she had improved from her previous visit.

On this visit, she is not on thyroid hormone medication, nor does she take, as far as can be determined, anxiolytic agents.

On examination, blood pressure 124/72, weight 151 pounds, and BMI is 27.7. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent thyroid function test satisfactory with TSH 1.88 and free T4 0.68.

IMPRESSION: Hashimoto's thyroiditis with normal thyroid balance, history of anxiety, and postmenopausal state.

I advised that she continue to follow with primary physician.
