Lakisha Jackson continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Previous nodular goiter, post thyroidectomy.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.1 mg six days per week.

On this visit, there were no major complaints. She denies symptoms relative to the thyroid.

On examination, blood pressure 110/60, weight 138 pounds, and BMI is 27. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Thyroid Function Test: TSH 1.02 and free T4 1.09 both normal.

IMPRESSION: Postsurgical hypothyroidism with satisfactory thyroid function test on current medication.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue levothyroxine 0.1 mg six days per week.

As I retired at the end of March 2025, she should follow with her primary care physician for future thyroid evaluations.
