Her medications includes Keppra, Entresto, Jardiance, Neurontin, albuterol, Aldactone, lamotrigine, Colace, Flexeril, Celebrex and Coreg along with Bumex. She also has a history of congestive heart failure, COPD, coronary artery disease, CHF, DJD, and right-sided weakness. The patient has never been a heavy smoker or drinker in the past. She has been widowed for 20 years and has one child. Since last evaluation, the patient has lost weight, continues to be more confused. Her FAST score is ____. KPS score is 40%, decreased mentation, confusion, and evidence of sundowner syndrome noted by her granddaughter. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
