Dear Dr. Ferguson:

This is a followup for Mr. Polley with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, and underlying nonalcoholic fatty liver.  Last visit in September.  Denies hospital visit.  According to wife there are frequent episodes of nausea and vomiting.  He blames to movement and question minor vertigo.  No headache.  No trauma.  No double vision.  No problem swallowing.  He denies drainage or gagging.  Has COPD.  Uses oxygen 2.5 liters most of the time.  States to be eating well.  There is constipation.  No bleeding.  Denies decrease in urination.  Does have chronic incontinence and wears pads.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  Presently, no edema or ulcers.  Recently started on Farxiga as well as for a skin rash question atopic dermatitis has been given a kinase inhibitor brand name Cibinqo.

Medications:  I review medications.  Notice the narcotics for pain control.  Diabetes and cholesterol management.  I want to highlight Norvasc, Aldactone, Lasix, hydralazine, and now the Farxiga 
Physical Examination:  Weight 240 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 148/62.  Lungs distant clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.

Labs:  Chemistries December, creatinine 2.6 slowly progressive overtime.  Anemia 12.8.  Normal white blood cells and platelets.  Potassium in the low side.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Present GFR 25 stage IV.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV progressive overtime.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  This intermittent nausea and vomiting appears to be movement related or when he sees TV or computer with fast movement.  No evidence of pulmonary edema.  Blood pressure well controlled.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Potassium in the low side from diuretics.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Tolerating Farxiga.  Discussed side effects of infection including perineal infection.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  All questions discussed with the patient and wife.  Come back in four months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
