The patient presents with cough, congestion for two weeks, and right ear pain for two days, now with stuffy bloody green discharge from nose. She states that she has been basically sick for 30 days with cough with little congestion before.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slightly dull right tympanic membrane. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had routine testing.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Sinusitis with right serous otitis.

PLAN: Given injection for Rocephin and dexamethasone per request. Also, prescription for Zithromax and Medrol Dosepak with over-the-counter decongestant Zyrtec-D. Follow up with PCP and here if necessary.
