The patient presents for refills. He states he has had problems getting prescription at Walgreens. The patient got only 90 for three months, only given three. Blood pressure reported to be 144/60. Pulse 80.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of pneumoconiosis secondary to particle inhalation at work.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He states he lives with his disabled wife with care 24/7.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Stress reaction and pneumoconiosis.

PLAN: The patient was advised to have ultrasounds and he states he wants to wait. Also, advised to follow up with pulmonary doctor. Given refills on Advair and albuterol. The patient was advised to follow up with complete physical exam with labs, ultrasounds and EKG. Continue to monitor blood pressure at home.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: As above.
