HISTORY: This is a 64-year-old gentleman here for followup from the emergency room. The patient stated that he has recently been seen diagnosed with sinus infection and throat infection. He was given IM injection because he said that the p.o. antibiotics upset the stomach “a lot”. He states he is here for his final injection. He indicated that in the morning when he wakes up he experiences increased throat pain, which he get better when he takes over-the-counter pain medication. He denies chills or myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Denies increased temperature.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

Pulse 87.

Respirations 18.

THROAT: Mildly injected.
FACE: Tender right maxillary sinuses.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Sinusitis.
2. Sinus headache.
3. ER followup.
4. Throat pain.

PLAN: Today, in the clinic, the patient received his final shot of Rocephin 1 gram IM. Please observe in the clinic for approximately 15 to 20 minutes then reevaluate he said he has no side effects from the medication. He was sent home with XYZ mouthwash #80 mL, he will take 20 mL gargle and spit out every morning. Advised to increase fluids to come back to clinic if worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
