CHIEF COMPLAINT: Physical needed for school.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old young lady with no medical problems, no medications, except for an old knee injury, which was evaluated by an MRI a few years ago, she still has trouble running over 100 yards, she wants to run track, but she wants to keep it at 100-yard dash.
The patient has had no fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
CHILD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. No drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 173 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 130/79.
NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. The patient does have a few ectopics on the examination.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 12-lead EKG reveals completely normal EKG. The rhythm strip shows evidence of PAC. I felt comfortable allowing the patient to do physical activity including 100-yard dash, which is limited to 100 yards only because of her knee injury and the fact that she is afraid it may flare-up her knee pain in the future on the right side.
