CC: Medication clarification.

HPI: A 93-year-old female with advanced unspecified dementia and anxiety disorder with chronic depression. I have recently assumed her care as of 11/29 and there has been an adjustment in medications to treat the agitation, anxiety and depression. So, to clarify, Ativan tablet 0.5 mg one p.o. routine at 2 p.m. and h.s. The Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL is to be given b.i.d. p.r.n. and that is for when the patient refuses to take the pill form of Ativan. This generally happens if she is already agitated and will not take it, the Ativan Intensol can just be squirted into her mouth and is effective though it takes a little bit longer than the pill form. The patient has a history of delusional thinking to which she has an emotional response; just a bit ago when seen, she was talking very rapidly to the med aide coming and approaching him and she was upset because of a child kidnapping that has taken place and the child was one that she or her children used to baby-sit for, that of course is not based in reality. So, the Haldol will be 0.5 mg to be given routinely at 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. for the diagnoses of delusions and sundowning. Her first dose for that will be today. These medications have been ordered and have arrived in the facility as of 01/03/25, but have not been given as they have not been placed in the medication administration record, but that will start today.
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
