HPI: A 90-year-old female seen in room. Her daughter/POA Leslie Chatham had called me earlier asking if I had seen her mother and what my thoughts were, I had not yet seen her, I told her I would be in the facility and, when I went to see the patient, daughter was present. The patient was sitting up on the side of the bed. She was alert and dressed. She had her first dose of antibiotic and have been encouraging her, her daughter has, as I agree with drinking more fluid. She has had her breathing treatments; yesterday was the first day and she had three of them. Today, she has had two and, shortly after I left, I told her that it would probably be a good idea to do another one. She seems less short of breath with speech and was not coughing or sounding congested. Her respiratory exam, she had decreased bibasilar breath sounds, which could in part be body habitus, but she did have rhonchi in bilateral lung fields.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Amoxicillin 500 mg one p.o. q.8h. x7 days and we will evaluate as the patient gets further into treatment.

2. Labs. CBC, BMP ordered and they have not been drawn, so I am reordering them. I have spoken to the DON and expect that they are done tomorrow 01/11. The value of the CBC is to help know whether what we are seeing on chest x-ray is infection or atelectasis; elevated white count would clarify that.
