CC: Routine followup.

HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman seen in room. He was reclined in his recliner. The patient had purchased one of the exercise things that sit on the ground and you move it with your feet. He was doing it routinely and was asked by ADON if you was still using it and he said he could not find the remote so we will get staff to help find it. He denied any pain. He comes out for meals. He states that he feels good, he is sleeping good and denied any pain.

DIAGNOSES: Senile dementia advanced stage, incontinence of B&B, gait instability, uses manual wheelchair and told me that he wants to be able to use an electric wheelchair. I had no comment. Glaucoma, CKD III, BPH, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/17/24 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/71, pulse 66, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, O2 sat 97%, and weight 200 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has a manual wheelchair that he can propel and goes to the dining room with it. He had no lower extremity edema. He can self transfer.
NEURO: Orientation x2. Has to reference for date and time, always seems surprised when given that information. His speech is clear. He states a few words at a time. His affect is congruent with situation. He smiles and is always fun to and talk to.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Gait instability. He at least will propel his manual wheelchair. He has had no eventful medical situations which is good. Encouraged him to do activity as he tolerates.
