CC: Decline and question of hospice.
HPI: A 107-year-old female who has had slowly progressive decline.
DIAGNOSES: MCI, gait instability; is now in wheelchair and now having difficulty propelling it over distance, decreased p.o. intake with weight loss and now incontinent of both bowel and bladder which is new and increased fatigue with increased sleep.
The patient has not been followed by any ancillary service and the issue of hospice has been discussed related to the patient and DON states family, the patient’s son who is her POA, has previously replied when DON brought it up that they had a bad hospice experience with their father, her husband who actually died several years ago and unwilling to discuss it. Given the noted decline in the patient, yet her wanting to be out amongst other residents and socialize, the decision to contact the patient’s son Abraham Michael was made. I contacted him on Saturday, January 4, 2025 and it was my first conversation with him though I had previously reached out to him, but we were not able to connect. Presented the case as to why I thought hospice would be of benefit for the patient and updated him on her current state and level of function and what hospice would be able to provide her. He was actually quite open to it and responded that he wanted his mother to be comfortable, to have whatever she could to keep her functional in her last days and agreed to hospice. I asked if there were choices that they had and he deferred to my recommendation.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Slowly progressive decline in a 107-year-old patient. Son/POA Abraham Michael agrees to hospice care and opts for Valir Hospice and the patient will be evaluated to assess need for hospital bed and assess that her current wheelchair is appropriate and the best fit for her and son will be contacted by hospice prior to meeting the patient. We will review medications to assess continued need and the patient’s ability to swallow without difficulty. I contacted the hospice DON and RN, case manager will evaluate the patient the afternoon of 01/04/25 and then we will go from there.
