HPI: An 85-year-old gentleman residing in memory care with diagnosis of dementia. He has been in residence since 12/26/2024. The patient this morning had a presumptive fall in his room as staff found him in the middle of the floor he appeared facially somewhat cyanotic and short of breath they also stated that he had increased bilateral lower extremity edema and just generally looked uncomfortable. Wife was contacted and he was transported via EMSA to Integris SWMC where he remains. Tonight, I contacted his wife/POA Lois Young and she states that he has been admitted to the floor, diagnosis of pneumonia with IV antibiotic and he has been receiving diuretics and she states that he is basically urinating everywhere. I tend to place a Foley catheter was unsuccessful, patient was not having it. He is on O2 per nasal cannula and has been given a larger bed as he is 6’4” and a good weight and they have provided an air mattress so she states that he appears to be much more comfortable. He also had a cardiac ultrasound today to rule out a pericardial effusion results not yet available and by what she has been told he will be inpatient for another two to three days. Thereafter plan is for him to return to the Harrison Memory Care Facility. Wife is aware how to contact us here at the facility for any questions or concerns.
