Her two daughters were in the room getting patient packed up there were been very methodical about the organization. The patient was not present. There is paperwork at the daughter’s request so I signed for the new facility, it was reviewed nursing, did the majority of the completion reviewed and then signed off and that will be given to them tomorrow. We talked about the change in status of patient during her time here some good, some decline and they acknowledged that and it is not to be unexpected given her diagnosis. She will be moved into an assisted living facility that has a limit of 50 residents, 30 are in the assisted living side with 20 in the other side, which is memory care so she will have a smaller area and I will think she will do quite well in a small area that she can navigate. We talked about the patient’s medications and I told them that I would make sure that we had adequate medication until they can establish her with a physician. They stated that there is not on site physician so they have to check with her insurance who is in now work in the area that they can find someone who is accepting new patients so I will take care of prescription orders with refills. Family was thanking me for the care that I provided and were happy for the facility and know that their mother enjoyed her time here, the move simply for them to be closer to her and enjoying the rest of her family as well. So the issues are plan move by the end of the week.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication refills. We will fill medications for 90 days with one refill. I have reviewed her current medications with no changes.

2. Needed paperwork, all of it is filled out can be taken to the facility and will have they needed information for a smooth transition.
