CC: ER followup, pruritus, and irritation of groin area.

HPI: A 94-year-old female seen last week for the same issue she has been seen today. She was diagnosed last week with cutaneous fungal infection causing inflammation and pruritus. The original antifungal cream that was written for is not covered by insurance so order for a different cream will be written. Today she was seen in room in followup. She was cooperative with lying down so we could pull her briefs down and then check the area. There remains some redness, evidence of excoriation. There are just small areas of superficial skin loss. No bleeding or other discharge noted. The patient has been showered twice since seen last week and staff is checking to see that her brief is changed in a timely manner and that the area is kept clean and dry.

DIAGNOSES: Perivaginal area to perirectal area cutaneous candida with pruritus and irritation. Order for clotrimazole and betamethasone cream combo to be applied to the periarea, which will be first cleaned and then dried a.m. and h.s. until resolved. They will continue with the thin film to the area to be done routinely daily. Pruritus, Atarax will continue to be 15 mg b.i.d. an additional x1 dose p.r.n. x2 weeks.
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
