FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
This is a 66-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient appeared short of breath on evaluation. He also suffers from weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, weakness, O2 97% on 3 L, using nebulizer at least four times a day, lower extremity edema related to protein-calorie malnutrition as well as right-sided heart failure, difficulty with ambulation, decreased appetite, requiring pain medication and anxiety medication both, spending more time in bed at least 10-12 hours, ADL dependent. He also wears a diaper because of incontinence. His blood pressure today was found to be 200/84, repeat 170/90. The patient states that he has not taken his blood pressure medication. His Coreg was recently increased to 25 mg b.i.d. His pain is also controlled with the help of Neurontin. KPS score is at 40%. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
