HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Harris is a 60-year-old gentleman, truck driver, single, six kids; four daughters and two sons and 18 grandkids, lives at home by himself. He is in a wheelchair. He has had terrible problems with peripheral vascular disease. He has had bypass on his right leg four times eight months ago, then they ended up doing an amputation six months ago on his right leg and then, before that, he had a partial foot amputation on his right leg as well. He also has had four bypasses on his left leg which he still has but with diminished pulses. He suffers from hypertension, diabetes, coronary artery disease, diabetic neuropathy, and renal insufficiency. Because of his renal insufficiency, he is no longer taking any medication for his diabetes. He is in desperate need of provider services, but so far he is able to take care of himself with the help of family, friends, and neighbors.

He has extensive history of smoking in the past, but he is not a drinker. He lives alone.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bypass surgery, above-the-knee amputation, foot amputation, bypass surgery on the left side as well as right side.
MEDICATIONS: Losartan 50 mg once a day, Lasix 20 mg a day, Norvasc 10 mg a day, Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., Plavix 75 mg a day, Lamisil 250 mg a day x 90 days, Lipitor 40 mg a day, and Neurontin 600 mg t.i.d.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Vaccines both for COVID and flu up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of heart failure at age 89. Father died of natural causes at age 91.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has had frequent falls and weakness. He has a leg prosthesis that he is not able to use because he needs physical therapy to help him do so. Weight has been stable. He is off of his medication for diabetes. He has had no hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion. He suffers from glaucoma and cataracts. The surgery has been put on hold for that at this time. His hemoglobin A1c is down to 9 which used to be 12. He also has difficulty with low back pain, difficulty with ambulation. He also had a history of stroke in 09/2021. He has left-sided weakness as well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/90. Pulse 82. Respirations 18.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft. 

EXTREMITIES: Amputation above the knee on the right side. Decreased pulses on the left side. Multiple surgeries on his left leg.

NEUROLOGICAL: Left-sided weakness noted.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 60-year-old gentleman status post amputation right side, frequent falls, blood sugar out of control. He has renal insufficiency, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, history of volume overload, cataracts, and glaucoma. He has a prosthesis, but he needs help with physical therapy to use the prosthesis, has not been able to do so; his primary care physician needs to order that. He is also in need of provider services. The patient would benefit from nursing evaluation and aides also get involved and also provider services at home.
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
