CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of falling four days ago hitting right forearm with a lot of bleeding, treated with ibuprofen and dressing without change of dressing. She states she has been taking antibiotics for the past two weeks from her dentist, amoxicillin, for an extracted abscessed tooth with plan to follow up with dentist.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL & FAMILY HISTORY: She states she is a produce manager in a grocery store.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Kerlix-type dressing to the right forearm with evidence of recent bleed to proximal dressing without active bleeding present. The patient is afebrile without evidence of cellulitis or lymphangitis.

IMPRESSION: Complex laceration to the right forearm greater than 96 hours old without evidence of secondary infection.

PLAN: The patient is advised to go to the local hospital as soon as possible for further evaluation or possibly go to Kingwood if she needs surgical repair. Recommended plastic surgery evaluation as soon as possible and tried to convince the patient of the necessity of going to a hospital. She states she is reluctant to go to the hospital, gone to a hospital few years ago and having to pay large amounts of excess charges even though she has insurance and she does not want to go to the hospital. I made extended effort to explain to her that that was her only choice and that it could be dangerous and life threatening not to go.
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
