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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2006, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient tells me that the heavy machine gun, fell off the vehicle, and hit the top of his head.  The patient tells me that he hit the top of the head, the patient instantly had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient started bleeding in the head.  The patient needed to go to the medical office and obtained stitches on the top of the head.  The patient tells me that he has confusion, disorientation and headaches, for the next few days.  He needed bed rest for the next two days.
The patient has second episode, in 1993, the patient was in the ship in the pacific ocean.  The patient tells me that he was running in a narrow passage way.  He hit the forehead, onto a metal box.  It was an electric box.  It was made of metal material.  The patient hit the top of forehead on to this box.  The patient tells me that he became confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headaches.  He had these symptoms for next few days.  The patient again requires stitches in forehead.
The patient tells me that he had multiple IED explosions near him.  He tells me there were at least five episodes he was near explosions.  There were IEDs and they were also RPG.  The patient tells me that these happened when he was at Detroit.  He does not remember the exact date.

Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficits.  He tells me that his short-term memory deficit is significantly worse in the long-term memory.  The patient tells me that difficulty to remember task duties.  The patient has frequent dizziness symptoms.  The patient also has chronic daily headaches.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient is not able to fall asleep at night well.  The patient also has visual disturbances.  He has blurred vision.  The patient problems mostly in the left eye.
The patient is currently working for Motorola in the Radio System Department.  The patient tells me that he works on police radios.  The patient tells me that his headaches are significantly affecting his ability to do his work.  The patient has decrease in focus and concentration.  His short-term memory is also affecting him to remember his task duties.  He has difficulty to remember what he needed to do.  The patient also has significant dizziness at work, again that is also affecting his the work performance.
It is my opinion, the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient in 2006, heavy metal machine then fell on top of his head.  The patient has immediate confusion, disorientation, and headaches. The patient required stitches onto the scalp.  The patient states these symptoms were next few days.  He was bed rest for the next few days.  In 1993, the patient was on ship.  He hit the forehand onto a metal electric box.  The patient again has immediate headache, confusion, and disorientation.
The patient requires stitches on the ship.  The patient also had multiple IED and RPG explosions.  The patient also had headaches with his explosion near him.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury, given his symptoms.  The chronic headaches, memory deficits, confusion, dizziness, short-term memory deficits, and insomnia, these all common signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
